As scientists,  we will: 

*identify, name, draw and label the basic parts of the 
human body and say which part of the body is associated 
with each sense 
*describe the importance for humans to exercise, eat 
the right amount of different food and hygiene. 
*find out about and describe the basic needs of animals, 
including humans, for survival  

Working scientifically skills 

*We will seek patterns by investigating the questions
